10-Karaoke How-To


Here are some tips on what you need to hold Karaoke

1) Make sure that no one in the neighborhood surrounding your Relay objects to Karaoke, and make sure they know about Relay (maybe they will stop by!) and have a way to express concerns well before the event

2) Get equipment donated by your site (or via a DJ – see #3 below)

3) Get a DJ – DJ’s will often donate time to a charitable event in return for the publicity they get – let them have “cards” at the booth where people come up and can make a song request for a donation to Relay For Life, and the DJ gives them his/her card (as a benefit to them).  They will often bring equipment too.
4) Create publicity (Marketing flyer) and a registration form:

· Let folks register to be on your contest prior to the event for a donation, or for a slightly bigger donation the day of the event.

5) Hold Karaoke/Late Night Lip Sync contests – You could do the following:
· If you can have Karaoke all night, you could have theme hours:

· Latin Hour

· Big Band Hour

· Swing Hour

· 70’s Hour

· 80’s Hour

· Oldies Hour

· Rock N Roll Hour

· The Love Hour (allow dedications for a donation!)

· Make it interesting by:
· Vote off singers with a donation

· Pay to make someone sing

· Donate to make someone sing longer ($10 for 5 minutes?)

6)  Select the winner at the closing ceremony by applause, votes, or something along that lines!
