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AMERICAN CANCER SOCIETY               

PATIENT SERVICES AND SURVIVORSHIP                    

The American Cancer Society provides many services for cancer patients and their families and programs directed toward issues of cancer survivorship.  All American Cancer Society patient and survivorship programs are free of charge and are made possible through our volunteers and donations from the public.  For cancer related questions and information, American Cancer Society services and programs, and other local cancer related services and programs, the RESOURCE CENTERS are available through the 1-888-ACS-NEED number to answer cancer related questions and help locate cancer related services in your local community.
Ÿ REACH TO RECOVERY is the woman to woman visitation program for women with a personal concern about breast cancer by the Reach to Recovery volunteer - a fully recovered breast cancer survivor - who shares her experience and provides a gift package, information and support to the newly diagnosed.
Ÿ LOOK GOOD . . . FEEL BETTER - offered at various locations and hospital sites - provides a gift box of cosmetics and a two-hour group makeup program facilitated by licensed and specially trained cosmetologists for women who are experiencing cosmetic side effects from chemotherapy or radiation treatments.
Ÿ I CAN COPE - Doctors, nurses, psychologists, social workers and other professionals provide education and information and answer questions for cancer patients and their families and friends in this series of programs designed to help cancer patients and those who care about them deal with the daily adjustments of living with a cancer diagnosis and cancer treatments.
Ÿ ROAD TO RECOVERY - American Cancer Society volunteers drive their cars and transport cancer patients, who have no other means of transportation, to and from chemotherapy, radiation and doctors' appointments.
Ÿ HOPE LODGE - located in downtown Baltimore at 636 W. Lexington Street - provides free, comfortable housing for cancer patients and their family members who live too far away to easily access their cancer treatment center in the city.  Hope Lodge accommodates the cancer patient for the duration of treatment.  Hope Lodge is available to Maryland residents as well as residents of other states and countries.
Ÿ CAMP SUNRISE - a special camp for children with cancer located at Camp Glyndon in Reisterstown, MD offers children ages 6-18 a one week experience of residential camping and day camp for children ages 4-5.  Full medical services are available on-site 24 hours.  Camp Sunrise is accredited by the American Camping Assn.
Ÿ FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE - The American Cancer Society provides limited financial assistance to eligible cancer patients for pain and nausea medications, cab and travel reimbursement and nutritional supplements.
