Prevention Highlight of the Month





With an estimated 135,400 new cases of colon cancer expected to be diagnosed this year, the American Cancer Society is stepping up its efforts to fight the disease.  The new attack on the third-most diagnosed cancer in men and women is coming in the form of high-profile media campaigns and grassroots education programs targeted at men and women 50 and older, with intense awareness efforts taking place across the nation during March.  Additionally, the Society has invested $37.6 million in colon cancer research since 1990. 





An estimated 56,700 Americans will die this year from the disease, many of them needlessly.  Like other cancers, colon cancer is highly treatable when detected early.  In fact, the five-year survival rate is 90% for colon cancers detected at an early, localized stage.  But, only 37% are discovered at that stage.  Everyone’s “things to do” list at age 50 should include following American Cancer Society guidelines for colon cancer detection.  There are several options:





Fecal occult blood test (FOBT) every year


Flexible sigmoidoscopy every five years


FOBT and flexible sigmoidoscopy every year


Double-contrast barium enema every five years


Colonoscopy every ten years





People with increased risk for colon cancer, including those with a family history of the disease, should talk to their doctors about a different testing schedule.
