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Article I: Name

The name of this club shall be the Relay For Life Club of _________  High School

Article II: Purpose

The purpose of the Relay For Life Club shall be to:

a) support finding a cure for cancer via cancer awareness activities

b) getting students at our high school involved in Relay For Life.  We will have a team for Relay For Life in our community which will take place on _________________________ at ___________________________________.
Article III: Organization

Relay For Life Club will comprised of all interested students regardless of ability or prior experience. Open informational meetings will be held each fall to welcome incoming freshmen.

Article IV: Executive Board

Section 1 – This board shall be the governing body of the Relay For Life Club.
Section 2 – The Executive Board shall be comprised of the Chair and Co-Chair of the Relay For Life club as well as a faculty sponsor.  The Chair shall serve a maximum of two years.  Year 2 should be an overlap year between a younger Co-Chair who can assume the Chair position when current Chair graduates or steps down.  The teacher advisor will support the group’s efforts and also provide continuity.
Section 3 – Elections for officer positions will be held in the fall, and determined by all members.  Teacher Advisor shall be determined by the Chair and Co-Chair along with School Administration if a new Teacher Advisor needs to be found.
Section 4 – Duties and requirements of the Executive Board:
a) The Chair must have been a member of the Relay For Life Club for one year preceding the election. The Chair will be the group’s official representative and the link to the local Relay For Life event.

b) The Co-Chair will assist the Chair, and assume all duties in his/her absence. 
c) The Teacher Advisor will be appointed by the Administration through the Activities Director. Responsibilities set forth in the official job description include supervision for all events, scheduling, overseeing club finances and records, and recognizing the achievements of club members.

Article V: Meetings

The time and frequency of meetings will be determined as deemed necessary by the advisor.  The frequency may increase in the weeks proceeding the Relay For Life to ensure that the Relay For Life Team is prepared for the event.
Article VI: Standards

Section 1 – All absences/tardies from Club meetings should be communicated to the Chair, Co-Chair, or advisor prior to the meeting.  Any member with excess of three unexcused absences during the school year shall be removed from membership.
Section 2 – One of the primary objectives in the Relay For Life club is to participate in Relay For Life.  Club members should confirm commitment to Relay at least 2 months prior to the event to help with planning.  Those who cannot participate for some reason can still be involved in pre-activities (fundraising events prior to Relay For Life, cancer awareness activities)
Section 3 – Students must participate in at least one activity throughout the year (Relay For Life or a pre-event activity).
Section 4 – In addition, a member may be removed (by Board and Advisor) for improper conduct or any behavior which may reflect on the name of the club as determined by school conduct codes. This club action may be superseded by the actions of the Administration.

Article VII: Amendments

The Constitution may be amended at any time by a ¾ majority vote of all members and the approval of the advisor.
