Dear Parent:

The Second Annual Vienna/Oakton Relay For Life will be taking place Saturday, June 3 and Sunday June 4 at Oakton High School in Vienna, Virginia.  The festivities will get underway at 2:00 p.m. Saturday afternoon and will conclude at 8:00 a.m. on Sunday morning.  To help ensure the safety of all participants, we are sending this letter to all parents whose children are participating in this event.

Participants may begin arriving at 12:00 p.m. Saturday afternoon.  Each Youth Team (Team with a majority of participants who are under 18 years of age) is required to have a chaperone for the duration of the event.  Chaperones may volunteer in shifts.   Chaperones are responsible for the youth they oversee at all times.  This event is not a lock-in. If a youth needs to leave for any reason the chaperone must have the permission of a parent before a youth is allowed to leave.  
Please be sure that your child has raised the minimum $100 to participate in the Relay and turned it into their Team Captain prior to Bank Night which will be held on Tuesday, June 7th at James Madison High School.  In addition, please be sure that a parent signs the Youth Agreement Form and returns it to the Team Captain.

As a reminder, please be sure that each participant remembers that they are to bring at least one tent per team and plenty of food.  We will have some food available at the event; however, participants are responsible for bringing their own food.  In the event of severe weather, we will utilize the inside of James Madison High School; however, this is a rain or shine event.  

One of the most memorable activities planned for the Relay For Life is the Luminaria Ceremony.  During the ceremony, candles will be lit to honor or to remember friends, family members and/or colleagues who have been touched by caner. The names of those being honored or remembered will be printed on Luminaria bags which will be placed around the track and lit throughout the night, thus lighting the way for the Relay For Life participants.  Everyone is invited to attend the beautiful Luminaria Ceremony on Saturday evening at 9:00 p.m.
