19-Some Darn Good Ideas For Making Your Campsite the Best That It Can Be, and Team Names/ Campsite Themes!

The ideas in Yellow are the newest ones!!!!  (see the date after each idea for when it was added, if we kept track)
CAMPSITE IDEAS!

· Get your team theme identified at least 1 month in advance so your team members can plan for it!

· If you have a lot of kids, give them some key responsibilities to keep them involved (Costumes, decorations like pictures, etc.)

· Use an on-site fundraiser (bake sale, make your own t-shirts that you sell, etc.) to draw attention to your site.

· Have games for others to stop by and play, and to keep your folks entertained!

· Decorate your site with Balloons that say Relay For Life on them!

HOW TO ASSIGN CAMPSITES - There are several ways to assign them… here are a few:

· The best campsite location on the field goes to the top ten teams from the previous year, and the rest are based on when they show up to the event (use it as a motivation to get them out early, setting up!! – Give your top 10 teams their pick of campsites, and use it as an incentive in all your team captain’s meetings that you are doing that (Thanks to Laurie Needham)

· Based on the order the teams finished in fundraising the previous year – Pure and simple – the order of $$ raised the previous year… New teams by when they register their team (thanks to Ramesh)

· Team Captain’s Meeting Campsite Raffle – Hold a raffle at a team captain’s meeting to decide who gets what site, must be present to get one of the best sites (the team must send a rep if the team captain can’t be there)… Make it fun for them…  Have them draw #’s out of a hat, or something entertaining. (thanks to the Towson Relay For Life)

· When you show up to the event – Assign campsites on a first come first served basis the day of the event, to motivate teams to get there early and get setup.  Let ‘em know what time they can “get in line” and make it a fun competition!
· When they show up to Bank Night – register in order of when they show up at your first bank night (thanks to LoriAyn)

· When they register teams… First registered, first campsite choice – (thanks to LoriAyn)
