	Responsible for planning and implementing all Cancer Control activities during the Relay event.  Set up and maintain Cancer Control Information Booth in the campsite area.  

	Specific Responsibilities
	· Select subcommittee members and define responsibilities

· Ensure that subcommittee is represented at each Relay Committee Meeting.

· Develop Cancer Control Plan and Timeline

· Provide Cancer Control volunteers as needed throughout the event. 

· Attend post-Relay wrap-up meeting, and make suggestions for next year’s Relay.

	Recruit survivors to run a cancer control booth.   Use resources from cancer control manuals located in each regional office for ideas for Relay Cancer Control Activities. 
	

	Have a cancer control theme to use throughout the event.  Use the “Cancer Control in a Box” as the theme for all relays; in 2002/03, the theme is physical activity. 
	

	Include cancer control presentations at each of your team captain meetings. 
	

	Cancer control programs are great ways to thank corporate sponsors and their employees.
	

	Request fresh fruits and veggies to provide healthy eating choices throughout the event.
	

	Make cancer control presentations at local businesses, Senior Centers, Retirement Communities, Wellness Organizations, and Health Fairs (see your Cancer Control staff for more information)
	

	Develop Cancer Fact signs to put around the track
	

	Order Brochures to distribute at your event
	

	Arrange for Skin cancer/analyzer booth
	

	Arrange games for the day of (See the Checklist for Day of Relay in this section)
	

	Invite local non-profits or government organizations such as Health Departments and Wellness organizations to have a table at Relay to promote healthy lifestyles
