	Relay For Life Participant Database - This database is used each year by staff and volunteers to track teams, individuals, Luminaria donors/honorees and sponsorship.  Database provides valuable reports including profiles, top teams, top individuals, and mailing labels for previous team captains/survivors. Find out if they are a team captain or participant, to ensure if their team captain does not return, they are still invited and placed on a team.
